1) When life gets difficult or stressful, what is your natural first reaction (emotionally & practically)?

Read James 1:2-8

2) James says to “consider it pure joy” when facing trials because God is producing perseverance

and maturity. Think about a current or recent trial in your life.

* What was your immediate response to it?

* What would it look like to ‘consider’ it differently (without pretending)?

3) Where have you seen or later realised that a difficult trial produced spiritual growth in your life or

someone else?

4) When life is hard what do you usually ask God for most? What does James say we should ask most

for and why?

5) Where do you find it hardest to trust in God's wisdom rather than your own plan or preferred

outcome?



Read James 1:9-12

6) How is wealth (or lack of it) a helpful case study for what James has said about trials?

Read James 1:13-18

7) What the difference between God's testing when trials come and temptation that also comes

during trials? Have there been times when trials have brought temptation in your life?

8) When life is difficult what do these verses show us about God that help us both resist temptation

and strive to consider trials as pure joy?

9) What is one area of life, particularly a trial in your life, that you need to respond differently? In

light of James, how are going to strive to respond?
